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TOEIC

OEIC (Test of English for International Communication)
is the most popular test for measuring reading and

listening skills in the English language. It is often called
the global standard for English testing. About 60 different
countries worldwide are using this test as a measurement of
English skill. The test shows your English communication
abilities with a score of 10 to 990. Generally, people think that it
is a difficult test, but this is not true. There are “secrets” in order
to do well on this test!

The TOEIC test has two parts: the Listening Section (45
minutes), and the Reading Section (75 minutes). Each section has
100 questions. The Listening Section has many kinds of accents:
American, British, Canadian, Australian, and New Zealand. To
do this test, you need to practice a lot. It is very important to
understand the skills to take this test.

This test has a total of 200 questions. It is important to read
the test questions carefully to understand them. These questions
are not at a high-level or difficult. Your main purpose is to
understand the major points by finding key words. For example,
you listen to a conversation, then there are three questions asked
at the same time. You only need to pay attention to these

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questions and try to pick out the main words that would be the
best match. For the Reading Section, you do not need to read the
whole paragraph. Look at the questions first, and then search for
the sentence that is the most possible answer. These are just
some of the techniques to get a higher score.

In TOEIC, you need to answer these 200 questions within
2 hours. Monitoring the time is also very important during the
test. Save enough time for each question, and set your watch at
the start of each section. It is also important to take the sample
test as many times as possible.

Overall, skills and controlling the time limit are the most
important “secrets” of the TOEIC. Let’s master these “secrets”
together, and become TOEIC experts!
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
