. lot of students have trouble improving their pronunciation. The best
and quickest way is to live in an English-speaking country where you’re
surrounded by English all the time. However, this is simply just not
possible for many people so a more convenient way to improve your
pronunciation is to use speech shadowing.

This is how it works. First listen to the audio of someone speaking or
reading a text to familiarize yourself with it. Next, listen to the audio
and repeat it as soon as you can after you hear it, even before the
speaker finishes the sentence. If possible, you should try to match the
speed, volume, pauses, and intonation the speaker uses. Keep
shadowing the same audio a few times. This will be difficult to do at
first, but with repetition it will become easier over time.

Here are some more tips on shadowing:

Start short. In the beginning you can repeat just a sentence or two. Over
time you can move on to longer passages.

Do it every week. If you keep it up a few times a week or even just once
a week, you may be able to see significant improvement over time.

Use your textbook CD. If you’re in an English class with a textbook, use
its CD to practice.

Look on the Internet. The Internet has many sites with English audio
that can be downloaded. Voice of America has slower audio for
beginners. NPR in the US or BBC from the UK are also great sites to
get audio for practice.
