Back in 1967, when the locals began a yearly
boat race from the coast of Nanaimo to Vancouver, but instead
of racing in a typical speed boat, they decided to put engines on
the backs of old school bathtubs.

Until the early 90’s, the race was part of Vancouver’s
annual Sea Festival when the race was from downtown
Nanaimo to Vancouver’s Kitsilano Beach, quite a far distance
for a man or woman to travel in a bathtub.

Since then the tradition has stayed alive, but the distance
has been cut to a race along the coast of Departure Bay. The days
of your typical classic bathtub with a motor to the side of it are
over, and these days spectators can see some truly modified
bathtub speeders that hardly even resemble those of the 1960’s.

The event is held over the last weekend of July where the
small coast city of Nanaimo comes alive with live music, plenty
of beer and great food, and of course a boat race like no other.
For any of you traveling the West Coast of Canada in the early
summer months should definitely add Bathtub weekend on your
to do list as it is a truly unique and exciting experience held every
year on Departure Bay, Vancouver Island.
